4. The organiser of this event has taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety or everyone present. For
these measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring
and must obey the instructions of the organiser and all officials and stewards.

5. Any objections must be made to the secretary, in writing, and accompanied by a deposit of £10 which is returnable
if the objection is sustained.

6. All dogs must be kept on leads at all times.

7. In the event of cancellation, refunds will be made after deduction of expenses.

8. Jackets, sweater or cross-country colours may be worn.

9. Crash hats with chin straps secured, or hard hats, to be worn at all times when mounted. It is recommended that
effective body protection be worn.
